Biography

Michael Wayne Rosen
He was born May 7, 1946 in Harrow North 
London, and brought up in Pinner, 
Middlesex, in England. 
Michael is a children's novelist and poet 
and the author of 140 books.  He was 
appointed as the fifth Children's 
Laureate in June 2007, succeeding 
Jacqueline Wilson
Michael Rosen is also renowned for his 
work as a poet, performer, broadcaster 
and scriptwriter. 



• Michael Rosen started writing poetry when he was 
about twelve years old.

• He went to various schools in Pinner, Harrow and 
Watford and by the time he was sixteen he was a 
keen poetry reader.

• Michael attended Middlesex Hospital Medical 
School for a year but quickly transferred to 
Wadham College, Oxford to study English.  At 
Oxford, he started to realise his ambition of 
acting. 

• His next stop was the BBC, where he worked on Play 
School, Schools TV and radio dramas until 1972 
when he went freelance.  He then wrote some 
poems about his childhood and these were published 
by Andre Deutsch in 1974 as Mind Your Own 
Business.
